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as much into the posthardcore bands of the aughts and that very specific sound. The
middle section and ending of the song was something that naturally developed when
we wanted to lean in to some of the more melodic and poetic sounds of our
influences (stuff like Hopesfall and Alexisonfire) without knowing what direction the
song would go in and by the time we finished the record, it felt like a perfect
encapsulation of the band’s current and past style.”
